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The legacy of our true democratic tradition, and the grave challenges we face in the 21st Century, point to a far better way of organising human affairs than is currently the case. With this in mind, the Campaign for Real Democracy (CRD) exists to encourage the development of a new, local-community focused democratic model, via:
· local democracy / CRD groups in every neighbourhood

· equality via consensus-based, democratic decision making
· new and existing grassroots groups to connect in support 
· local groups to become stewards of their locality
· the articulation of a new 21st Century political economy 
· a movement to democratically transform our culture 
· a creative mobilisation for real, decentralised democracy at the 2010 general election

Want to get stuck in but don’t know where to start? You could 

· Start independent meetings as CRD, or CRD aligned groups
· Go to council run meetings operating at the ward level, tell them about CRD and ask them to make their meetings democratic / consensus based 
· Invite already existing local groups (eg  Transition Towns, Residents/Tenant’s Associations, Climate Camp, NO2ID, Greens, anti-war,  others) to connect for real democracy in 2010  
· Spread the word for a big 2010 democracy mobilization for the election next year, possibly at local town halls
