MINUTES from Devon & Kernow Neighbourhood Meeting at Climate Camp, London 2009

Introduction.

For those of you who missed it - Climate Camp was wonderful, inspiring, incredibly informative and full of people who are going to change the world - if that makes you really sorry you weren't there don't worry because there's lots happening in the next few months! 1) We need to do outreach work for our neighbourhood to spread the word. How can we do this?  Suggestions included popular education and presentations in both counties about the Camp and other Climate issues such as Climate Justice, Copenhagen, etc There's a simple presentation Ad. has made about the Camp that can be passed to others. Four people are happy to use this presentation in their home towns and elsewhere.

2) People want a NVDA training asap; the people who did the 'Training for trainers' from Seeds of Change will meet soon and design a workshop for the D & K neighbourhood.

3) We need to create an effective way to communicate with each other. We already have an information mailing list. Agreed we create a 'decision making' list for the neighbourhood, C will organise. Consensus was that any person to be included in this list needs to be 'face to face' known at least one of the others.

C. offered to keep members who do not regularly use the internet informed about the relevant issues discussed through land mail.

4) There was an excellent discussion meeting in Totnes at the end of June where two people from this neighbourhood gave a presentation about Direct Action and its relation with the Transition movement, followed by a fishbowl debate. It was suggested that other cities/towns in our areas could do the same to connect us with more 'mainstraim' movements. Exeter might possibly be a good next step on that direction as there is already a strong transition movement.

5) Three people from elsewhere in the South West but outside Devon & Kernow wants to work with us. Consensus agreed that any people will be welcome but under the name of  D & K and the focus of our activities and meetings will remain in D&K.

6) As soon as people get back form the Camp, decisions needs to be made about our next general meeting and actions. Vestas is an important case for us.
