2. Marcos Perez of EFA reported on Dec. 5 meeting he attended at UCLA (Hosted by what Group?)  Marcos explained that this was the “SOCAL regional meeting” and there were 50-60 people in attendance.  He said that there were student representatives from UC’s; CC’s, as well as Faculty Representatives in addition there being Representatives of unions, ie, AFSCME and UTLA. Marcos reported that this meeting was called in order to create and then issue a “Call to Action” on March 4th 2010. Marcos reported that to his knowledge SD City College was the only institution from San Diego who attended this meeting.

Discussion: What action should EFA take to support SD City BEAT?  
Date and time of SD City College BEAT Event, Jan 4 @ 4:00 pm. Protest to take place at local Governor’s office, BEAT militant wing of protest, EFA non-militant protest outside the office? An unk. Speaker pointed out that the date the event is scheduled to take place will cause it to receive good media attention and he felt that this fact was very  important to note. A Professor proposed holding a class on the front steps of the governors office? EFA discussed announcing the event to it’s list serve database.  The goal would be to have as many people as possible converge on the steps or near the entrance of the local governors office.  EFA could become the less militant participants in the protest.  Crystal Sudano cautioned EFA and other groups to know what the event was before agreeing to officially endorsing the event. Josef Shannon pointed out that need legal advisors might need to be consulted, if protesters becomes more militant than what was originally planned.  Shanon stated that he has legal contacts and volunteered to look into legal facets of EFA offering support. Ackin suggested advertizing venues like the “SD-reader on-line advertising.”  Gregg Robinson “It’s important to build the movement.”
