-Update from Ellen re: prisoner letter writing nights- hasn’t happened yet due to communication problems, but is hoping to have it off the ground by July.

6. Response to Deep Green Resistance- DGR is an environmental group that wanted to come through on a speaking tour about their work & theories. We said that if they were to come, then this had to be a topic of conversation. They essentially said that we weren’t prepared to do the “real work”.  

Ramey proposes that we make a formal statement about this issue, to post on our blog, about why we are not having this group come to speak at our space. She will draft something & send it out to the listserve before publication. No objections.
