Members of Proceso de Comu-
nidades Negras (PCN) are to 
visit Sheffield as part of a Euro-
pean tour. They want the 
world to know of the violence 
and injustice suffered by Co-
lombia’s poor majority, espe-
cially black and indigenous 
peoples, of their resistance and 
of their determination to 
achieve social justice and pro-
tect nature. 

Afro-Colombians, a fifth of Co-
lombia’s 45 million people, are 
concentrated in the lush and 
resource-rich lands along its 
Pacific coast. For years, they’ve 
been subjected to cruel repres-
sion by right-wing paramilitary 
forces attempting to clear their 
land for ‘development’ by local 
businessmen and foreign in-
vestors.  

Afro-Colombians figure dis-
proportionately among Co-
lombia’s 3 million internal refu 

gees. Many PCN activists and 
leaders have been assassi-
nated, a fate met by thousands 
of Colombian trade unionists, 
students and community activ-
ists each year.
