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Torture robs us all of our humanity. It is rightly condemned across the world.  But this principle is now under threat. Our Government refuses to ban “rendition” flights passing through British airports. It plans to deport people to countries where they face torture or death. And it has tried to present information gained through torture as evidence in our courts.

But it is not just suspected “terrorists” who suffer under the authoritarian policies of the Government: asylum seekers, young people, defendants in court  - all are seeing their rights curtailed in the name of “law and order” and “respect”.

Liberty is at the forefront of the struggle to defend and restore the rights and freedoms essential to  our democratic way of life.
