The cooling towers at Tinsley are a landmark for Sheffield. A symbol of returning home. A distraction from the bright lights of Meadowhall. If the cooling towers are saved and turned into a public art piece in association with Channel 4's Big Art Project they will be transformed.

If they are demolished in March we will loose them forever.

The Book:

The staff of the Graphic Design degree course at Sheffield Hallam University have decided to mark this period of uncertainty with a commemorative book representing the towers as they are now and their importance to the identity of the city and its industrial past.

The book is to be approx A1 in size and will be silkscreen printed in an edition of 20. It will be presented to various people and organisations including the V&A Artist book Collection and the British Library. A DVD will be included for any AV work. Students on the course are invited to submit work but we are also inviting artists and designers with links to the city or the towers to take part.
The Brief:

We are inviting submissions to the book from all interested parties from any creative discipline. The work can be anything you would like to submit, it could be written, illustration, design, film, sound etc. All work must be designed as one colour and supplied as black although it may be printed in a different colour. You may suggest a colour for your work but this may change.
