 As mentioned student environment committee could to be set up to report to these committees. We would want regular attendance from representatives from all interested student groups. Especially the unions, and environment and social justice groups – but the more clubs and societies the better. All students will be welcomed. (all MSA, MUBS, MUGSU, MONSU presidents and environment officers/ presidents will be automatically put on the contact list). It would be a great way to network across campus.
 I suggest we meet quarterly. Give notice and updates of committees and report student concerns. Meetings can be held in video conference rooms across campuses.
