**Oaktree

· check out the facebook group 'Monash Oaktree' – no official website at thee moment

· Working on making Monash Uni a Fair Trade campus. A bit slow but not far off?

· Joes Cafe (owns other cafes on monash campus) has now gone with Rainforest Alliance coffee. A good start.

· Rainforest alliance is not the same as fair trade, but is loosely related. Is good for the ennvironment but does not eg/ determine a set price for coffee producers. However can still be counted as fair trade certification

monash to become a 'fair trade campus' with certification – and then we can pressure for Rainforest Alliance to be changed with official fair trade coffee. 

· Bring hooked student fair trade group back to life again – email address for people to express interest

· we need student union to pass a motion to make campus fair trade.

· there are a number of campus based Vice Chancellor enviro groups that happen – big impact on Vice Chancellor happening. – not enough student rep tho

· cathy to set up a student committee – to meet before the Vice Chancellors Group for the Environment meetings, decide what to do before the next meeting. Increase student involvement. Get relevant updates and report on progress. As long as you email RSVP before hand, any student will be able to go to these meetings.  This to be done in the next 4 weeks. Eg/ meet up for coffee beforehand.

Cathy to book a video conference rroom, so we can video conference across campuses.

Cathy to put some info together about these meetings, many people put up hand to express interest.

· Propose – approx 14 of october, a meeting of students who are interested in this committee.

· Cathy to get an email list together and email out possible times to those interested.

· Last Vice chancellors enviro meeting was today, next one in december. There are 4 a year.

· Cathy setting up a Green Teams program for next year. 6-10 students recruited for next year. Skill sharing. Look at lifetyle, how do you become green, individuals making own change. Splinter groups. Anyone interested in helping to run?? The last part of the plan is getting students to be involved and active.

**Vice Chancellors Group (VCG) for the environment

· meeting was this morning. VCG takes information to the Vice Chancellor. 

· Lana - Lots of sub committees – really useful. Really pushing the uni in being sustainable, a leader. (See info on cathy's student committee – as there's not enough student representation at these meetings)

**AYCC – Youth Decide

· AYCC activities concentrated on having a good mandate for copenhagen. Aus in a good. position to act as leader. Angle – young people will inherent the world, why can't we vote?

· On campus voting events at clayton, peninsula, caulfield.

· 37 000 votes. 3 options on what Aus can do on carbon change. 92.5% voted for 40%+ cuts on Australia's carbon change

·  400-500 Monash votes on campus

· Concert at Fed square – 5000 people there, expected 2000!

· Working on presenting the results to all fed and state pollies, and locals. This to happen over the next two weeks. Still drafting plans along these lines. 

· Meeting tonight of the AYCC – where do we all go now?

· AYCC international – 20 people sent to copenhagen from aus. Working a day or two a week till the conference, working full time from the 6th to the 20th dec. designing campaigns for the next six months at this time.

**HAZELWOOD action 12-13 september reportback
