Notes from today’s brainstorming session




Tues, 6th Oct. 2009
We drew a mud map of the garden and using the concept of zones radiating outwards from bench area, we planned a rough idea of where to plant what.

Zone 1: closest to bench including main axis path from tap

Annuals, leafy greens, tomatoes (anything for impulse consumption :P)

Zone 2: mid-area including most of the path from bench to the worm bin 

Beans, peas, chillies, artichoke, (cabbage), eggplant
Zone 3: furthest from bench, along where the fence will be along the gravel path
Herbs, perennials, berries, potatoes/sweet potatoes, indigenous plants, asparagus
Also, we started thinking about maybe turning the ditch into a water feature to host frogs, which will keep the pests down. A water feature will need to be large enough so it won’t go stagnant (solar pump?) and also include shelter for froggies (maybe watercress, azolla (useful for nitrogen; compost, worm bin), iris/flowers for birds).

Along the fence – grapes

Move the potted citrus tree near the tap, near where the entrance will be (arch!()
Along the trail from tap to bench, a line of sunflowers (
Passionfruit along trellis behind rectangular bed (the one closest to where the worm bin is atm)

We haven’t thought of a spot to move the peach seedlings…

We also made a list of plants that can be planted/ seeded now, so we’re going to start seeding on Thursday, so they’re ready to put in once we’ve cleared the beds.
