It is clear from this evening’s meeting with student–scholars that the SSC needs to set out very clearly a timetable for activities and curriculum. All agreed on the importance of critical reflection, as well as the need to get on with practical planning. One thing to discuss at the next day meeting is the development of some methods for doing this.

Representation

· There was a discussion about how the SSC is represented in public. It was agreed that we will run a workshop on this issue, when a statement/document(ary) might be produced, including a short history of the SSC. 

The initial idea was to organise a workshop on engaging with the mainstream media and/or developing critical media literacy, but this developed into an idea that we could also address these not simply by explaining how the media works or critiquing it, but in the process of developing our own self-representation and figuring out how to make it public.

It was suggested that we organise this sometime around November, when we will have had more experience working together with student–scholars. 

· Another point mentioned by student–scholars is that they would to know more about the major debates that are happening, what work we’ve done, what’s next, etc. It was felt that this would also be useful for our own work together.

Sarah A. will soon send out a call for people to send reflections about their work with the SSC to date and incorporate these into the draft of a narrative, which people can also work on if they wish, that draws on the things we’ve done thus far. Part of the reason for this is that new people may join and be interested in our story/stories; partly to reflect on our own activities, and partly because there are a lot of important things discussed on the discussion list, but the emails can be hard to trawl though.
