· Different processes for operational and strategic decisions 
· Clarify the requirements for legitimate decisions (e.g. which level of participation is required for different decisions) 
· More robust recording, and making visible, decisions.
· Clarify the use of cooperative principles in the organisation and operation of the Centre’s activities. 
· Distribution of responsibilities and different levels of participation and collective responsibility to move the Centre’s project ahead
· Define a robust procedure to keep the scholars-students records
